Rules for Fishing For Everyone (FFE) Ladies Fishing Club

1. All members at an FFE Ladies Fishing Club Event must have a valid Environment Agency Rod License (where necessary) and produce it if requested.

2. Members must obey the countryside code when attending an FFE Event.

3. Members at an FFE event must obey the rules of the fishery/water.

4. Members of FFE are covered by the Club insurance but non-members must provide their own third party insurance.

5. Membership runs from January to December. All subscriptions are due before 31st December.

6. All fees for an event must be paid in advance – an event entry form will be available online and via email and is to be completed.
7. If a member is unable to attend an event for which they have already paid, refund will only be made if notice is received 7 days prior to the event.
8. If an event has to be cancelled due to inclement weather and cannot be rescheduled then any monies received will be reimbursed.

9. All attendees at an FFE event must look after their own safety (bring glasses / a hat and wear them at all times when fishing) and listen to safety advise given.
10. Fish are not to be removed from a venue by net or any other means other than caught using a fishing rod.
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
